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Dear Parents/Guardians:

We would like to inform you of the policies for medication administration at Swift River School. These policies are to ensure the health and safety of children needing medication during the school day and are in compliance with the regulations of the Massachusetts Department of Public Health.

Our school district requires that the following forms must be on file in your child’s health record before we begin to administer any medication at school:

1.
Signed consent by parent or guardian to administer medication. Please complete the enclosed form and return it to the school nurse.

2.
Signed medication order from a Licensed Prescriber: This form should be taken to your child’s licensed prescriber (physician, nurse practitioner, dentist, etc.), completed and returned to the school nurse. This order must be renewed at the beginning of each school year and as needed. To minimize the need for taking medication at school, please ask your provider if the medication can be prescribed on a schedule that avoids school hours.

3.
Note: For medication of less than ten school days duration (eg. an antibiotic), only a parent/guardian consent form is required.

All medication must be delivered to school in a pharmacy or manufacturer labeled container, either by you or by another responsible adult whom you designate. No child should bring in his/her own medicine. Please ask your pharmacy to provide separate bottles for school and home. No more than a thirty day supply may be delivered to school.

When your child requires medication to be given at school, please act quickly and follow these policies, so we may begin to administer the medication as soon as possible. Thank you for your cooperation.
